“Let It Be'. “Yellow Submaring wasreleasedhreetimes:first asa singleandon Revolver(bothon August5, 1966),andlateron YellowSubmaringJanuaryl7,1969).

Magical MysteryTour includes‘| amtheWalrus, whichis notshown

in the plot becauseat waspreviouslyreleasedsa single. Onesongwasnevera partof anystudioalbum,single,or EP:“BadBoy” wasreleasedn Decembed0,1966,0na Hey Judes 7
compilationalbum,A Collectionof BeatlesOldies with 15 othersongsall of whichwerepreviouslyreleased.This trackwasavailablein the US marketmorethanayearearlier,on

Junel4, 1965,whenit wasincludedin BeatlesVI.

SomeObservations

Thevastmajority of songsn the early phaseof their career(up to Revolve) arebetweerntwo andthreeminutesin length,perhaps
reflectingexpectation$or radioplay atthetime. Theinclusionof arelativelylargenumberof coversongsduringthis periodmayalso
havebeenintendedo attractawider audience. All 23 of their coversongscomefrom this early phase.

After this concertthe Beatlesstartedo spendnuchmoretime in the studiocreatinglesstraditionalandradio-friendly songs.Songs 5
lastinglongerthanthreeminutesbecamecommonplacethoughtheyalsoreleasednanyshortsongsduringthis sametime period.
